APWA Community Outreach Grants 

Objective: To provide opportunities for members of the Oregon Chapter of American Public Works Association to participate and become involved in community building events, foster an open society by supporting activities that promote the exchange of ideas, advance livability, strengthen work force, and support sustainable public works infrastructure. To coordinate and assist the Executive Committee in awarding grants to persons and/or organizations pursuing advancement in public works related activities. 

Goal: Budget and distribute $10,000 annually for community outreach.

Disbursement Guidelines: The Executive Committee shall budget a Community Outreach Grant fund annually in its December planning meeting.  Remaining funds as of the November 30th financial statement each year will be allocated to the Oregon Scholarship Fund.
Eligible Recipients: Oregon individuals and/or not for profit organizations which focus on academic advancement, research, or services related to public works. Priority will be given to proposals that reach traditionally underserved and diverse communities; deliver services to youth between the ages of 6 to 18; strengthen academic achievement particularly in math and science; provide possible opportunities for public works employees to volunteer in a meaningful way; enhance quality of life within communities; or demonstrate sustainability.
Amount of grant: Grants will generally range between $500 and $2000. The total amount of the grant will be determined by the amount of need and availability of funds. Applicants should clearly state the level of funding for which they are applying for, other funding sources, and the consequences of receiving a lesser amount.
Application Procedures: Interested persons may apply by completing the Community Outreach Grant Request form and submitting it with the proposal budget to the APWA Executive Board. Applications may be received through out the year.

Selection: Requests are accepted year-round and are reviewed at the Board meeting following acceptance. Board meetings are typically held during the spring and fall conferences and the second Friday in January, February, May, June, July, August, November, and December. Approval time depends on the requesting amount and completeness of the request.
Award Notification: The Chapter Secretary shall notify the applicant(s) in writing of the Board action within 10 days and approved grants shall be disbursed by the Chapter Treasurer as requested.
Terms of Eligibility: The award(s) shall be for a period of one year. Multi-year grants are not granted. Recipients applying for renewal of an award will be considered annually on the same basis as first-time applicants.

Publicity: A notice of the APWA Community Outreach Grant program shall be posted on the Chapter Website and published in the Chapter’s Fall/Winter Newsletter. Notification shall also be advertised annually in three Oregon newspapers the last two Sundays in November.
Projects not eligible for Grants: The Executive Committee generally will not favor proposals seeking funds for:

· Loans to individuals

· Endowments

· General fund drives or annual appeals

· Indirect or overhead costs
· Debt retirement or operational deficits

· Funding for elections or legislation

· Memorials 

· Activities of organizations serving their own membership

· Medical requests
