technical sessions:
As always, the technical sessions are the core focus of the conference. 
The three tracts doing the heavy lifting this spring are Sustainability, 
Transportation, and Water Resources. Get ahead of the curve on a wide 
range of interrelated topics. Each tract will offer a variety of subject 
matters, with an emphasis on sustainability throughout. Sit back and 
learn about other organizations sustainable practices. Discover what 
has worked and what could be done better. Contemplate the impact 
of climate change on future transportation improvements. Learn about 
smart cities, carbon footprints for public works, eco districts, and damn 
removals. Sessions promise to be both informative and interactive! 

Keynote speakerS:
Both the Wednesday and Thursday luncheons will include keynote 
speakers. On Wednesday, hear from an expert on ecological restora-
tion within the Pacific Northwest. Dean Apostol is a Senior Landscape 
Architect with MIG in Portland, Oregon. He has worked in Oregon 
since 1978 with 11 years in the public sector (US Forest Service) and 
20 in private practice. The focus of his work has been on ecologi-
cal restoration, open space master planning, trail planning, scenic 
resource conservation, and town planning. Dean teaches at University 
of Oregon, Oregon State University, and at Portland State University. 
In addition to teaching, Dean is published author who lectures and 
writes on forestry, ecological restoration, landscape and watershed 
issues locally, regionally and internationally. 
 
On Thursday, we will hear from Dr. Brenda Bateman. Dr. Bateman is 
the Senior Policy Coordinator for the Oregon Water Resources Depart-
ment. The OWRD, together with the Department of Environmental 
Quality, Department of Fish & Wildlife, and Department of Agriculture, 
has been given responsibility for developing an Integrated Water 
Resources Strategy for Oregon by 2012 (with five year updates 
thereafter). This presentation will outline the need to develop a formal 
Strategy, opportunities to get involved, and likely outcomes. The 
Strategy, when finished, will provide an action agenda for the state to 
follow as it prepares to meet Oregon’s water quantity, water quality, 
and ecological needs now and in the future. In addition to her work 
as Project Manager for Oregon’s Integrated Water Resources Strategy, 
she serves as the Department’s liaison to the media, the Oregon Leg-
islature, and the Water Resources Commission. Previously she worked 
for a municipal water supplier and as a contractor for the U.S. Agency 
for International Development, working on environmental policy 
issues throughout Asia.
