                            Guest Tour – “Tour The Real West II” 
After a continental breakfast, the tour departs for the Pendleton Woolen Mills, home of legendary Indian 

blankets, Pendleton shirts and quality woolen fabric.  Then, you’ll travel to Pendleton’s Old Town area to 

visit the historical Pendleton Underground Tours and Working Girls Hotel.  You’ll learn everything there 

is to know about the best kept secrets in Eastern Oregon as you follow your guide through underground 

tunnels to the Shamrock Card Room, Hop Sing’s Chinese Laundry, the Empire Ice Cream Company, the 

Meat Market and a 1930’s Prohibition Card Room.  Then you’ll emerge to see the beautiful turn-of-the 

century suites that were once the “Cozy Rooms” bordello.  Next you’ll visit Tamastslikt Cultural Institute, 

which celebrates a uniquely American culture.  The exhibits take you on a journey through the lives of the 

Cayuse, Umatilla and Walla Walla people utilizing tribal artifacts and relics, plateau artwork and clothing, 

exhibits of tribal history and the Oregon Trail and dancing demonstrations.  Lunch will be at the Kinship 

Café at Tamastslikt where you can order off a menu that features baked salmon and hickory roasted 

chicken.  Then, back to Pendleton to visit the Arts Center of Pendleton which will feature the Eves Slinker 

Exhibit.  There will be time for a walking tour of Main Street where many novelty and antique shops can be 

found.  Then you’ll travel to the Round-Up Grounds and visit the Pendleton Round-Up Hall of Fame 

before you board the bus for a return to the present. 
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
