ÅBase Scenario:

¸ Current total state-wide use = approximately 9.1 mil acre-

ft

¸ 2050 estimate = 10.3 mil acre-ft (with error = 9.5 to 11 mil 

acre-ft)

¸ Greatest municipal increases are projected to be in 

Clackamas, Deschutes, Josephine, Lincoln, Polk, 

Washington, and Yamhill Counties.
